Categories include: knitting, crocheting, tatting, macrame, needlepunch, 
huckweaving, embroidery or cross stitch, weaving, roving, spinning, felting, sewing, rug making, and miscellaneous. 

Please 
enter only 1 of each kind of item and save duplicates for the Fiber Arts Sale.
